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1. You are required to book online to secure your spot in all classes. 

1. Once you have booked, you have three options for making payment 

a. Pay in full before the booked course starts 

b. Pay in full at the first class of your booked course  

c. Pay per class  

2. For all options, agreed payment must be received prior to starting the first class. Payment can be made in cash 

or by direct debit. If the payment has not been received, management reserves the right to prevent you from 

entering the class.

3. Agreed payment (refer to payment options) must be received prior to starting your first class. If the payment 

has not been received, management reserves the right to prevent you from entering the class.   

1. You are able to enrol in class 2 of a course, subject to availability in classes. Full payment of fees is still required, 

i.e. no discount for not attending class 1, as you will still get the electronic resources for the first class. 

2. For enrolment after class 2, please get in touch with the Momenta rhythms for life team to discuss the number 

of private lessons you might need to take to catch up on course material. Classes will be charged pro rata in 

conjunction with the number of private lessons taken.  

3. No enrolments will be accepted into a course after class 3 of the course. 

4. For those with previous Latin dance experience, you may be able to join straight into a course late, without a 

private lesson. This is subject to management’s discretion, and may require a trial class to find the right course 

for you.

1. Bookings are essential for all classes.
